FIRST READING:              Joel 2:1-2, 12-17 

 
Because of the coming Day of the L , the prophet Joel calls the people to a community 
lament. The repentant community reminds God of his gracious character and asks God to 
spare the people, lest the nations doubt God’s power to save.

sound the alarm on my holy mountain!

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SECOND READING:                          2 Corinthians 5:20b-6:10 
 
The ministry of the gospel endures many challenges and hardships. Through this ministry, 
God’s reconciling activity in the death of Christ reaches into the depths of our lives to bring us 
into a right relationship with God.  

20bWe entreat you on behalf of Christ, be reconciled to God. 21For our
sake he made him to be sin who knew no sin, so that in him we might
become the righteousness of God.

6:1As we work together with him, we urge you also not to accept the
grace of God in vain. 2For he says,
“At an acceptable me I have listened to you,
and on a day of salva on I have helped you.”

See, now is the acceptable me; see, now is the day of salva on! 3We
are pu ng no obstacle in anyone’s way, so that no fault may be found
with our ministry, 4but as servants of God we have commended
ourselves in every way: through great endurance, in a ic ons,
hardships, calami es, 5bea ngs, imprisonments, riots, labors, sleepless
nights, hunger; 6by purity, knowledge, pa ence, kindness, holiness of
spirit, genuine love, 7truthful speech, and the power of God; with the
weapons of righteousness for the right hand and for the le ; 8in honor
and dishonor, in ill repute and good repute. We are treated as
impostors, and yet are true; 9as unknown, and yet are well known; as
dying, and see—we are alive; as punished, and yet not killed; 10as
sorrowful, yet always rejoicing; as poor, yet making many rich; as having
nothing, and yet possessing everything.

HOLY GOSPEL:                            Matthew 6:1-6, 16-21 
 
 

 P The Holy Gospel according to St. Matthew, the sixth chapter. 
 

 C Glory to you, O Lord. 
 
 
In the Sermon on the Mount, Jesus commends almsgiving, prayer, and fasting, but emphasizes 
that spiritual devotion must not be done for show. Real treasure is not found in material wealth 
or people’s admiration, but in the regard of God who sees in secret. 

[Jesus said to the disciples:] 1“Beware of prac cing your piety before others
in order to be seen by them; for then you have no reward from your Father
in heaven.

2“So whenever you give alms, do not sound a trumpet before you, as the
hypocrites do in the synagogues and in the streets, so that they may be
praised by others. Truly I tell you, they have received their reward. 3But
when you give alms, do not let your le hand know what your right hand is
doing, 4so that your alms may be done in secret; and your Father who sees in
secret will reward you.

5“And whenever you pray, do not be like the hypocrites; for they love to
stand and pray in the synagogues and at the street corners, so that they may
be seen by others. Truly I tell you, they have received their reward. 6But
whenever you pray, go into your room and shut the door and pray to your
Father who is in secret; and your Father who sees in secret will reward you.

16“And whenever you fast, do not look dismal, like the hypocrites, for they
dis gure their faces so as to show others that they are fas ng. Truly I tell
you, they have received their reward. 17But when you fast, put oil on your
head and wash your face, 18so that your fas ng may be seen not by others
but by your Father who is in secret; and your Father who sees in secret will
reward you.
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19“Do not store up for yourselves treasures on earth, where moth and
rust consume and where thieves break in and steal; 20but store up for
yourselves treasures in heaven, where neither moth nor rust consumes and
where thieves do not break in and steal. 21For where your treasure is, there
your heart will be also.”

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INVITATION TO LENT 

AM  Friends in Christ, today with the whole church we enter the me of
remembering Jesus’ passover from death to life, and our life in Christ is
renewed.

We begin this holy season by acknowledging our need for repentance and
for God’s mercy. We are created to experience joy in communion with
God, to love one another, and to live in harmony with crea on. But our
sinful rebellion separates us from God, our neighbors, and crea on, so that
we do not enjoy the life our creator intended.

As disciples of Jesus, we are called to a discipline that contends against evil
and resists whatever leads us away from love of God and neighbor. I invite
you, therefore, to the discipline of Lent—self examina on and repentance,
prayer and fas ng, sacri cial giving and works of love. Sustained by the
gi s of word and sacrament, let us be carried through these forty days to
the great Three Days of Jesus’ death and resurrec on.

CONFESSION OF SIN  
P Let us confess our sin in the presence of God and of one another.

P Most holy and merciful God,
C we confess to you and to one another,
 and before the whole company of heaven,
 that we have sinned by our fault,
 by our own fault,
 by our own most grievous fault,
 in thought, word, and deed,
 by what we have done and by what we have le  undone.
P We have not loved you with our whole heart, and mind, and strength.

We have not loved our neighbors as ourselves. We have not forgiven
others as we have been forgiven.

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P We have shut our ears to your call to serve as Christ served us. We have not
been true to the mind of Christ.

P Our negligence in prayer and worship, and our failure to share the faith that

is in us, we confess to you.
C Have mercy on us, O God.
P Our neglect of human need and su ering, and our indi erence to injus ce

and cruelty, we confess to you.
C Have mercy on us, O God.
P Our false judgments, our uncharitable thoughts toward our neighbors, and

our prejudice and contempt toward those who di er from us, we confess to
you.

C Have mercy on us, O God.
P Our waste and pollu on of your crea on, and our lack of concern for those

who come a er us, we confess to you.
C Have mercy on us, O God.
P Restore us, O God, and let your anger depart from us.
C Hear us, O God, for your mercy is great.
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IMPOSITION OF ASHES  
P  Almighty God, you have created us out of the dust of the earth. 
 May these ashes be a sign of our mortality and penitence, reminding us 
 that only by the cross of our Lord Jesus Christ are we given eternal life; 
 through the same Jesus Christ, our Savior and Lord.

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Why an Ash Cross?
  

The ash cross we receive in worship carries a dual symbolism. First,
ashes are a reminder of our mortality and an ancient sign of grief and
repentance. As the ashes are applied, we hear God’s pronouncement of
the curse that results from humanity’s sin: “You are dust, and to dust
you shall return.” (Genesis 3:19) By receiving the ashes on our
foreheads, we acknowledge our rebellion against God, and lament
death’s subsequent reign.

But the law’s curse against sin is not the last word for us, and so we
receive the ashes in the shape of the cross of Christ, by whose wounds
we are healed. (Isaiah 53:5) As Paul writes in Romans 6:23, “The wages
of sin is death, but the free gi of God is eternal life in Christ Jesus our
Lord.” God was not content to allow sin the last word, and so God
entered crea on in the person of Jesus Christ and submi ed to the
death we in icted on him only to overcome it on the third day. A er
receiving our worst, he returned with his best: forgiveness, life, and
salva on. By receiving the cross on our foreheads, we boast in God’s
work which delivers us.

As Chris ans, our lives in this world are lived under these two words of
God: the law’s condemna on of our sin, and the gospel’s forgiveness
given in Jesus Christ. As we enter the season of Lent, we proclaim this
reality with the sign of the ash cross on our forehead, daily being turned
from our sin and its consequence to receive the forgiveness and life
won for us on Good Friday and Easter.
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
